SCRIPTURE: 1 COR. 11: 25,26
I. JESUS IS CRUCUFIED- JOHN 19.
A. JESUS LEFT HEAVENLY THRONE ROOM TO COME TO EARTH TO DIE FOR THE SINS OF MANKIND.

B. HE DID THIS OUT OF LOVE.

C. HE DID THIS, NOT FOR HIS SINS, BUT FOR OURS.

D. DO WE APPRECIATE ENOUGH THE OVERWHELMING SACRIFICE THAT HE MADE FOR YOU AND ME?

E. BREAD- SYMBOL OF CHRIST’S BODY BROKEN FOR US.

F. WINE (GRAPE JUICE)- SYMBOL OF SPILLED BLOOD OF JESUS FOR OUR SINS.

II. I COR. 11: 23-30:  PAUL ADMONISHES THE CORTHIANS CONCERNING THE TAKING OF SUPPER.
A. THEY LACK COURTESY, BARGING AHEAD OF OTHERS.

B. SOME OF THEM ARE DRUNK WITH ALCOHOL.

C. MANY OF THEM HAVE LOST THE SPIRITUAL SIGNIFICANCE OF THE SYMBOLIC MEANING OF THE “BREAD” AND “WINE (GRAPE JUICE.)

III. IS LORD’S SUPPER TO BE CELEBRATED OFTEN OR ONCE PER YEAR? I COR. 11: 24, 25:
A. “REMEMBERANCE”; GREEK # 364 (STRONG’S)- STRONGLY IMPLIES “OFTEN.”

1. A REMEMBERANCE.

2. A RECOLLECTION.

                            SOME EXAMPLES FOLLOW:

3. EX. 20:8. “REMEMBER” IN SABBATH COMMANDMENT. (REMEMBER MEANS ONCE IN 7 DAYS.)

4. ECCL. 12:1.  “REMEMBER THY CREATOR IN THE DAYS OF THY YOUTH.” (STRONGLY IMPLIES “OFTEN,” NOT ONCE PER YEAR.

5. JOSHUA 1:9.  “REMEMBER, GOD IS WITH YOU WHEREEVER YOU GO.” REMEMBER THIS OFTEN, NOT JUST ONCE PER YEAR.

6. “AS OFT (OFTEN) AS YE….” IS CLEARLY TEACHING THAT THIS SUPPER BE CELEBRATED “OFTEN.” 1 COR. 11: 25,26.

7. NOT TO BE CELEBRATED UNWORTHILY.  1 COR. 11: 27-30.

IV. LORD’S SUPPER WAS NOT THE PASSSOVER MEAL. (SEE EX. 1 AND 12.)
A. THE PASSOVER MEAL REQUIRED LAMB.

B. IT ALSO REQUIRED UNLEAVENED BREAD.

C. IT ALSO REQUITED BITTER HERBS.  

(NOTE: ONLY ONE OF THESE REQUIRED FOODS WAS ON THE MENU AT THE LAST SUPPER.)

D. THEREFORE, THE LORD’S SUPPER 

     WAS A NEW INSTITUTION   

      ESTABLISHED BY CHRIST, THE 

      LAMB OF GOD.

E. THE NEW PASSOVER LAMB, CHRIST, TOOK THE PLACE OF THE PASSOVER LAMB SLAIN AT PASSOVER BY THE PRIEST UNDER THE CEREMONAIL SYSTEM.

1. THE PASSOVER OF THE PRIESTLY SYSTEM (AS WELL AS THE ENTIRE CEREMONIAL SYSTEM) WAS DONE AWAY WITH AT THE SLAYING OF CHRIST, THE ONE AND ONLY ETERNAL SACRIFICE.  CHRIST BECAME OUR PASSOVER LAMB. 1 COR. 5:7.

2.  THE LAST SUPPER TOOK PLACE SOME 18-20 HOURS BEFORE THE PASSOVER LAMB WAS SLAIN. (THEREFORE, THE LAST SUPPER COULD NOT HAVE BEEN THE YEARLY PASSOVER FEAST.)

V. ORDINANCE OF HUMILITY (FOOT WASHING.)
A. JOHN 13: 1-17.

B. COULD BE CONSIDERED THE “LITTLE BAPTISM.”

C. A SERVICE OF HUMILITY.

D. CHRIST SAID HE WAS OUR EXAMPLE, THEREFORE, WE SHOULD DO THIS AS HE DID. JOHN 13: 14,15.

VI. CONCLUSION: WE SHOULD OFTEN CELEBRATE THE LORD’S SUPPER AND ACCEPT THE SYMBOLS AS CHRIST EXPLAINED.  CHRIST’S RIGHTEOUSNESS IS TO COVER US AND CLOTH US SO THAT WE CAN BE ACCEPTED BY OUR HEAVENLY CREATOR AND FATHER.
