I. Love has many dimensions, like layers of onion.

1. 1 Cor. 13: 4-8.

2. Patient, kind, generous, selfless, honest, hopeful, etc.

II. Agape love-  from Greek.

1. Supernatural fruit of Holy Spirit. Gal. 5:22.

2. A principle of kindness, not an emotion.

3. Basic element of Christ-likeness. Matt. 5: 44-48.

III. What must we do to obtain eternal life? Luke 10: 25-30.

1. Love foundation of all positive human relations.

2. Also, foundation of our positive relationship with God.

3. Love promotes honesty which promotes salvation.

a. Christ’s words were sometimes harsh when he saw the need to expose hypocrisy and corruption.

IV. How do we show love for God?

1. Keeping his word, commandments. John 14:15.

2. We obey the desires of those whom we love.

V. How did God reveal His love for fallen man? John 

         3:16.

VI. When Christ controls our lives, we do the loving thing and are not then under the condemnation of His law. Rom. 1:14.

         Chapter 13.

VIII.  Love our enemies. 1 John 4: 7., Luke 6: 27-36.
