GRACE AND DECALOGUE COMPLEMENT EACH OTHER

KEY TEXTS: JAMES, CHAPTER 2

I. IF I BREAK THE SPEED LIMIT AND THE JUDGE SHOWS ME GRACE BECAUSE I WAS TAKING MY CHILD TO THE HOSPITAL,  THIS SHOW OF GRACE DOES NOT DO AWAY WITH THE SPEED LIMIT NOR DOES IT ALLOW ME TO IGNORE THE LAW FROM NOW ON.

II. JAMES 1- LAW IS LIKE A MIRROR, POINTING OUT SIN AS A MIRROR POINTS OUT DIRT ON OUR FACES. 

A. GRACE IS LIKE THE SOAP AND WATER WASHING AWAY THE DIRT.

B. THE LAW POINTS OUT SIN IN OUR LIVES; THIS KNOWLEDGE DRIVES US TO THE CROSS FOR FORGIVENESS AND GRACE.  HOWEVER, BECAUSE CHRIST SHOWS US GRACE, THIS FACT DOES NOT ERADICATE THE LAW, WHICH I MUST CONTINUE TO KEEP.

III. ROM. 7:7- TEN COMMANDMENTS POINT OUT SIN.

IV. ROM. 6: 1,2- PAUL ATTACKS THE CONCEPT OF CHEAP GRACE.  STUDY CAREFULLY.  GRACE IS POSSIBLE ONLY BECAUSE OF THE SPILLING OF CHRIST’S BLOOD, UPON WHICH WE DRAW EVERY TIME WE SIN.

V. EPH. 2:8-  WE ARE SAVED BY GRACE.

A. THE DECALOGUE POINTS OUT SIN IN OUR LIVES.

B. GRACE OF CHRIST COVERS THAT SIN.

CONCLUSION: THEREFORE, GRACE AND THE LAW ARE COMPLEMENTARY, THE LAW SHOWING SIN IN OUR LIVES, AND GRACE COVERS THAT SIN.  ACCEPT CHRIST FORGIVENESS AND GRACE TODAY AND ASK HIM FOR POWER TO RESIST THE TEMPTATIONS OF THE EVIL ONE.
