III. REPENTS AND GOES TO NINEVEH.

A. ENTIRE CITY CONVERTED, FROM KING TO LOWEST SERVANT.

B. GOD FORGIVES CITY AND SAVES IT.

IV. JONAH POUTS BECAUSE THEY REPENTED, BUT SHOWS CONCERNING GOURD THAT GOD GAVE HIM FOR SHADE.

V. ARE YOU RUNNING FROM GOD’S CALLING?  IF SO, EXPECT TO HAVE A “WHALE” EXPERIENCE SOMEWHERE DOWN THE ROAD.
