A. ONE, A SMAMRATIN, RETURNS TO THANK CHRIST.

B. CHRIST ASKS, “WHERE ARE THE OTHER NINE THAT I HEALED?”  HE IS DISAPPOINTED THAT THEY DID NOT, ALSO, RETURN AND THANK HIM.

C. THEY APPARENTLY WERE TOO BUSY WITH THEIR PERSONAL LIFE TO TAKE THE TIME AND MAKE THE EFFORT TO THANK THEIR HEALER, CHRIST.

III. LACK OF APPRECIATION FOR WHAT GOD DOES FOR US CAN LEAD TO OUR REJECTION BY HIM.  

A. ALTHOUGH CHRIST CAME TO THE JEWISH NATION IN PARTICULAR, AS A NATION AND PEOPLE, THEY REJECTED HIM.  THEREFORE, HIS GOSPEL WAS TAKEN TO OTHERS WHO WOULD APPRECIATE THE SACRIFICE THAT HE MADE FOR THEM. (NOTE: OF COURSE, MANY INDIVIDUAL JEWS ACCEPTED CHRIST AND APPRECIATED HIS LOVE AND SACRIFICE.)
