SCRIPTURE READING: LUKE 7:37-39; 1 COR. 13.

II. PURPOSE: TO BUILD A CHURCH FOUNDED ON CHRIST AND HIS LOVE.

A. HAVE A FAMILY ATMOSPHERE.

B. KNOW NEEDS AND VICTORIES OF EACH MEMBER.

C. FEED EACH MEMBER ACCORDING TO HIS/HER NEEDS.

D. TEACH BIBLE TRUTHS, NOT TRADITION.

E. ACCEPT ENTIRE BIBLE AS INSPIRED WORD OF GOD.  (2 TIM. 3:16; GAL. 2:9- PAUL WAS ACCEPTED AS FELLOW APOSTLE BY PETER, JAMES, AND JOHN; IF WE REJECT PAUL, WE MUST ALSO REJECT PETER, JAMES, AND JOHN, ALL OF WHOM ACCEPTED HIM AS A FELLOW-APOSTLE).

F. OFFER NEEDED SUPPORT TO ANYONE IN CRISIS. 

G. MEMBERS NOT TO BE NUMBERS, BUT INDIVIDUAL CHILDREN OF GOD.

H. 1 COR. 13. CHRISTIANITY LIKE A 3-LEGGED STOOL.  FAITH, HOPE, LOVE. GREATEST OF THESE IS LOVE.

I. GO INTO ALL WORLD WITH GOSPEL OF SALVATION THROUGH CHRIST’S LOVE.

III. LUKE 7- A FEMALE SINNER WASHED FEET OF JESUS WITH HER TEARS, KISSED THOSE FEET, AND DRIED HIS FEET WITH HER TEARS.

A. THESE WERE KISSES OF THANKFULNESS FOR CHRIST’S FORGIVING HER OF HER SINS.

B. CHRIST REBUKES SIMON FOR HIS SELF-RIGHTEOUS ATTITUDE AND FOR IMPLYING THAT THIS REPENTANT  SINNER HAS A CARNAL MOTIVE; CHRIST TELLS HIM THAT HE WHO IS FORGIVEN OF MUCH, LOVES AND APPRECIATES MUCH.  

C. THE PHYSICAL CONTACT WAS NOT CARNAL, BUT PURE EXPRESSION OF GRATITUDE; SOMETIMES, THE PHYSICAL TOUCH IS THE BEST WAY TO SHOW THIS APPRECIATION, THANKFULNESS AND GRATITUDE.

D. 1 JOHN 3:13,14, TELLS US THAT WE KNOW THAT WE HAVE PASSED FROM DEATH TO LIFE IF WE LOVE OUR BRETHREN.

E. ROMANS 16: 15-17 ADMONISHES THE CHRISTIAN TO GREET EACH OTHER WITH A “HOLY KISS.”

F. IN 1 PETER 5:14, ADMONISHES THE CHRISTIANS TO “GREET ONE ANOTHER WITH A KISS OF CHARITY.”

IV. SEVERAL TESTIMONIES FORM THE CONGREGATION EMPHASIZED THAT THEY FELT THE LOVE OF OUR CHURCH AND FELT THAT THEY WERE KNOWN AND RESPECTED AS INDIVIDUALS, NOT NUMBERS.
